The Drew Honduras Project is a secular humanitarian group with a dual purpose: first, the project provides aid to children’s homes and orphanages in Honduras, specifically in the form of funds, clothing, educational and medical supplies, and labor.  Second, the Project provides Drew students with an educational opportunity that is different from any available through the standard curriculum and academic activities.  


Since 1995, the Drew Honduras Project has taken over 140 Drew University students to Central America to donate their time and energy in Honduran Communities.  Over the last decade, we have helped to build or repair houses and schools in rural communities, donated many desperately needed items, and painted murals at urban orphanages.  In the past years, the Drew Honduras Project has helped communities in Tegucigalpa, La Colonia, and Talanga, and has worked very closely with the local population of the area.  


In preparation for this service project, we must raise money in order to purchase building materials and donations for the community members.  The total cost of the trip is approximately $30,000. To achieve this, the Drew Honduras Project walks door-to-door in Madison, and holds numerous fundraisers that make this trip a reality.
